Policy

The Buncombe County Detention Facility will issue and implement the usage of
individual body worn cameras (BWC) to be utilized by designated Detention
Officers, Supervisors, and Detention Facility tactical.team (S.T.O.R.M.) Operators.
The purpose of the BWC is to record individual interaction by Detention Staff and
inmates in confined locations within the Detention Facility which may not be
visible with the existing security camera system. Examples of these areas include
Intake/Booking in which intoxicated arrestees/inmates are processed; areas where
verbally and physically aggressive arrestees/inmates are processed; housing units
with higher levels of classifications of violent inmates; and housing units with
inmates that are segregated for disciplinary, administrative, and security purposes.

Information

Body Worn Cameras (BWC) is a video and audio recording device issued and
assigned to Detention Officers as a means of documenting specific interactions
with inmates within the Detention Facility.

Procedure

1. Administration
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1.1 BCW’s allow for accurate documentation of Detention Officers in-cell
interactions, searches and critical incidents with inmates.

1.2  BCW’s will serve to enhance the accuracy of the written reports of the
incident.

1.3 Audio and video recordings also enhance the Sheriff’s Office ability
to review actions to further training and evaluations and to provide
additional resources for documenting the contraband or other items
searched during the routine random cell searches.

2. Activation of BWC’s

2.1  Detention Officers shall make reasonable efforts to activate the
BWC’s prior to interactions with inmates in the following
circumstances;

2.1.1 Random cell searches

2.1.2 Entering the cell assigned to any inmate while inmate is present in
the cell.

2.1.3 Transporting or escorting any single inmate in any of the jail
elevators. Particularly escorts’of inmates being removed from a
housing unit and moved to a different location for either pending
disciplinary action or a cooling off period where the inmate has
been disruptive on the housing unit.

2.1.4 Any other interaction with inmates that is becoming, in the opinion
of the officer, adversarial. Particular interaction with inmates
assigned to the segregation units.

2.1.5 The BWC’S will not be worn for the cell extraction of a non-
compliiant inmate. The documentation of the cell extraction is
addressed in the STORM Policy for cell extractions.

2.2 Detention Officers that are issued BWC’s and are assigned or under-
take secondary or extra duty assignments will follow the Policy and
Procedures outlined in the Sheritf’s Policy Manual for Body Worn
Cameras.

2.3 This policy is not all inclusive to the circumstances for activation of
the BWC’s. In addition the aforementioned required conditions,
should the Detention Officer encounter a developing situation that
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they believe could be appropriate and or valuable to enhance the
documentation of the event, they are encouraged to activate the BWC.

3. Proprietary Concerns

3.1 BWC’s and any software or hardware is the property of the
Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office.

3.2 The BWC equipment and all data, images, video and metadata
captured, recorded or otherwise produced by the equipment is the sole
property of the Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office.

3.3  Officers will only wear BWC’s issued by this office.

3.4 Officers shall not be authorized to edit, alter, erase, duplicate, copy
share or otherwise distribute BWC recordings in any manner without
priot written authorization and approval of the Sheriff.

4. Notification

4.1  Officers are encouraged to inform their supervisor of any recordings
-that may be of value for training purposes. ‘

4.2 - Officers shall note in the incident report(s) when the recording was
made during an event and make the appropriate request for the
recorded copy to preserved and stored.

43 BCW’s are not a replacement or substitution for a written report.
Officers will not rely on a statement such as “refer to video” or similar
statements within an incident report for a thorough or detailed
reporting of an incident. The video of an event is a visual
representation of the written report of the event.

4.4 Requests for deletion of portions of the recordings (¢.g. in the event of
a personal recording) must be submitted in writing and approved by
the Sheriff.

Officers shall not use the BWC to
record any personal conversation of or between another department
employee without their prior knowledge and or permission.

expectation of privacy and state and federal law limits the recording
of personal conversations without prior knowledge and or approval.

All data files shall be securely downloaded periodically and no later
than the end of the assigned shift.

Each officer shall affect the download of the captured data within the
provided personal access within the electronic storage package. In the
event that data is downloaded to the wrong persons access file a
written explanation will be furnished to the keeper of the record.

All access to BWC data (images, sounds, metadata) must be
specifically authorized by the Sheriff. All access will be audited to
ensure that only authorized users are accessing the data and that all
accesses are for legitimate and authorized law enforcement or
Detention Facility purposes.

Data files should be kept securely stored no longer than useful for
purposes of training or unless attached to a criminal case for
continued investigation and or prosecution. “Non-locked down”
videos will be kept for 31 days. Those videos labeled “locked down”
shall be kept until the defender is no longer under the control of a
criminal justice agency.

. Officer Responsibility

7.1

BWC equipment is the responsibility of the individual officer and will
be used with reasonable care to ensure proper functioning. Equipment
malfunctions shall be reported as soon as possible.
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7.2 Placing the BWC in a position to ensure video recordings capture the
event in the best manner possible.

7.3  Daily inspections (of the designated work shift) of the issued BWC is
required to identify the following;

7.3.1 Ensuring the battery on the unit is appropriately charged for daily
use and operation (for both audio and video).

7.3.2 Tmmediately reporting unresolved equipment malfunctions and/or
problems with the device to a supervisor.

7.3.3 Monitoring the system effectiveness and make recommendations
for operational improvements and policy revisions,

7.3.4 Accurately categorizing recordings during downloading and when
appropriate, ensure that requests for recorded copies be locked
down to preserve and store.

7.3.5 Document the use of BWC recording on all official Sheriff’s
Office or Detention Facility reports completed for the évent as
appropriate.

8. Supervisor Responsibilities

8.1 Ensure that'officers equipped with BWC devices are utilizing the
devices according to the policies and procedures.

8.2  Conduct monthly inspections of the devices to ensure and verify the
operational functionality.

8.3  Will verify the notification of the Training Division of any BWC
equipment that is out of service and follow-up with the replacement of
devices as soon as practical.

8.4  Should identify and make recommendations for areas of additional
training or guidance may be required.

9. Agency Review

9.1 Digital recording shall not be randomly reviewed to monitor officer
performance.
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9.2  Officers will have access to their recordings when preparing written
reports or statements of events to assist in the accuracy and
consistency of the event’s documentation,

9.3  Only authorized equipment may be used to view the original
recordings, in order to reduce the possibility of damaging the recoded
data.

9.4  All recorded images and audio are the property of the Buncombe
County Sheriff’s Office and are part of an official investigative or
administrative investigation. Any dissemination of any such file data
or piece of files or data is prohibited without the express consent of
the Sheriff.

The Buncombe County Detention Facility will issue and implement the usage of
individual body worn cameras (BWC) to be utilized by designated Detention
Officers, Supervisors, and Detention Facility tactical.team (S.T.O.R.M.) Operators.
The purpose of the BWC is to record individual interaction by Detention Staff and
inmates in confined locations within the Detention Facility which may not be
visible with the existing security camera system. Examples of these areas include
Intake/Booking in which intoxicated arrestees/inmates are processed; areas where
verbally and physically aggressive arrestees/inmates are processed; housing units
with higher levels of classifications of violent inmates; and housing units with
inmates that are segregated for disciplinary, administrative, and security purposes.

Information

Body Worn Cameras (BWC) is a video and audio recording device issued and
assigned to Detention Officers as a means of documenting specific interactions
with inmates within the Detention Facility.

Procedure

1. Administration
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1.1 BCW’s allow for accurate documentation of Detention Officers in-cell
interactions, searches and critical incidents with inmates.

1.2  BCW’s will serve to enhance the accuracy of the written reports of the
incident.

1.3 Audio and video recordings also enhance the Sheriff’s Office ability
to review actions to further training and evaluations and to provide
additional resources for documenting the contraband or other items
searched during the routine random cell searches.

2. Activation of BWC’s

2.1  Detention Officers shall make reasonable efforts to activate the
BWC’s prior to interactions with inmates in the following
circumstances;

2.1.1 Random cell searches

2.1.2 Entering the cell assigned to any inmate while inmate is present in
the cell.

2.1.3 Transporting or escorting any single inmate in any of the jail
elevators. Particularly escorts’of inmates being removed from a
housing unit and moved to a different location for either pending
disciplinary action or a cooling off period where the inmate has
been disruptive on the housing unit.

2.1.4 Any other interaction with inmates that is becoming, in the opinion
of the officer, adversarial. Particular interaction with inmates
assigned to the segregation units.

2.1.5 The BWC’S will not be worn for the cell extraction of a non-
compliiant inmate. The documentation of the cell extraction is
addressed in the STORM Policy for cell extractions.

2.2 Detention Officers that are issued BWC’s and are assigned or under-
take secondary or extra duty assignments will follow the Policy and
Procedures outlined in the Sheritf’s Policy Manual for Body Worn
Cameras.

2.3 This policy is not all inclusive to the circumstances for activation of
the BWC’s. In addition the aforementioned required conditions,
should the Detention Officer encounter a developing situation that
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they believe could be appropriate and or valuable to enhance the
documentation of the event, they are encouraged to activate the BWC.

3. Proprietary Concerns

3.1 BWC’s and any software or hardware is the property of the
Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office.

3.4 Officers shall not be authorized to edit, alter, erase, duplicate, copy
share or otherwise distribute BWC recordings in any manner without
priot written authorization and approval of the Sheriff.

4.2 - Officers shall note in the incident report(s) when the recording was
made during an event and make the appropriate request for the
recorded copy to preserved and stored.

43 BCW’s are not a replacement or substitution for a written report.
Officers will not rely on a statement such as “refer to video” or similar
statements within an incident report for a thorough or detailed
reporting of an incident. The video of an event is a visual
representation of the written report of the event.

4.4 Requests for deletion of portions of the recordings (¢.g. in the event of
a personal recording) must be submitted in writing and approved by
the Sheriff.

Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office BWC’s shall be used only in
conjunction with official duties. Officers shall not use the BWC to
record any personal conversation of or between another department
employee without their prior knowledge and or permission.

BWC’s are generally not used for recording events other than those
outlined in this policy.

expectation of privacy and state and federal law limits the recording
of personal conversations without prior knowledge and or approval.

In the
event that data is downloaded to the wrong persons access file a
written explanation will be furnished to the keeper of the record.

All access to BWC data (images, sounds, metadata) must be
specifically authorized by the Sheriff. All access will be audited to
ensure that only authorized users are accessing the data and that all
accesses are for legitimate and authorized law enforcement or
Detention Facility purposes.

Data files should be kept securely stored no longer than useful for
purposes of training or unless attached to a criminal case for
continued investigation and or prosecution. “Non-locked down”
videos will be kept for 31 days. Those videos labeled “locked down”
shall be kept until the defender is no longer under the control of a
criminal justice agency.

9.3  Only authorized equipment may be used to view the original
recordings, in order to reduce the possibility of damaging the recoded
data.

9.4  All recorded images and audio are the property of the Buncombe
County Sheriff’s Office and are part of an official investigative or
administrative investigation. Any dissemination of any such file data
or piece of files or data is prohibited without the express consent of
the Sheriff.

I. Introduction and Purpose

The primary purpose of the body worn camera (BWC) is to record the interaction
between law enforcement and the public.

This policy is intended to provide deputies with instructions on when and how to use
body worn cameras so that deputies may reliably record their contacts with the public
in accordance with the law.

Il. Policy Statement

It is the policy of the Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office that deputies activate body
worn cameras when such use is appropriate to the proper performance of their official
duties, and where the recordings are consistent with this policy and law. This policy
does not govern the use of surreptitious recording devices used in undercover
operations. The use of body worn cameras will apply whether deputies are on-duty or
engaged in secondary and extra duty employment when utilizing a department vehicle
or otherwise equipped with an in-car and/or BWC.

I11.Definitions
Body Worn Cameras - A Body Worn Camera (BWC) is a video and audio recording

system worn “on-the-body” of an assigned deputy as an additional means of
documenting specific incidents in the field.

IV.Procedures
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A. Administration

This agency has adopted the use of the BWC to accomplish several objectives.
The primary objectives are as follows:

1. BWC’s allow for accurate documentation of police-public contacts, arrests,
and critical incidents. They also serve to enhance the accuracy of deputy
reports and testimony in court.

2. Audio and video recordings also enhance the department’s ability to review
probable cause for arrest, deputy and suspect interaction, and evidence for
investigative and prosecutorial purposes and to provide additional
information for deputy evaluation and training.

3. The BWC may also be useful in documenting crime and other events that
include the confiscation and-decumentation of evidence or contraband.

B. When and How to Use the BWC

1. Deputies shall make every reasonable effort to activate their BWC prior to
making contact with the public in any of the following instances:

a. Enforcement encounters where there is a reasonable suspicion that the
person is involved in criminal activity or a violation of the law;

b. Self-initiated activities;
c. Traffic stops;
d. Any other investigative or enforcement encounter.

e. Any other contact that becomes adversarial after the initial contact in a
situation that would not otherwise require taping.

2. Deputies may activate the BWC before or during any other incident at their
discretion.

3. The BWC shall remain activated until the event is completed in order to
ensure the integrity of the recording unless the contact moves into an area
restricted by this policy.
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4. If a deputy fails to activate the BWC, fails to record the entire contact, or
interrupts the recording, the deputy shall document why a recording was not
made, was interrupted, or was terminated. (This documentation will be made in
an incident report (if generated), or in CAD notes if the situation doesn’t merit
creating a report. It may should also be noted on the proprietary software
provided by Vievu.

4. (Civilians are not generally allowed to review the recordings at the scene
unless approved by a supervisor. There may be occasion where witnesses
should have the opportunity to view recorded video in order to aid in an
investigation in the field,

5. There are many situations where the use of BWC is appropriate. This policy
is not intended to describe every possible circumstance. In addition to the
required conditions, deputies should activate the system any time they feel
its use would be appropriate and/or valuable to document an incident. When
in doubt, it is suggested that the deputy record the incident.

C. Procedures for BWC Use

1. BWC equipment is primarily issued to uniformed personnel as authorized
by the Sheriff or his designee. Deputies who are issued BWC equipment
must use the equipment unless otherwise authorized by a supervisor.

2. Deputies shall use only BWC’s issued by this department. The BWC
equipment and all data, images, video, and metadata captured, recorded, or
otherwise produced by the equipment is the sole property of the Buncombe
County Sherift’s Office.

3. Deputies who are isste issued BWC’s must complete an agency approved
training program to ensure proper use and operation. Additional training
may be required at periodic intervals to ensure the continued effective use
and operation of the equipment, proper calibration and performance, and to
incorporate changes, updates, or other revisions in policy and equipment.

4. Deputies shall not edit, alter, erase, duplicate, copy, share, or otherwise
distribute BWC recordings in any manner other than as stated in this policy,
without prior written authorization and approval of the Sheriff or his
designee.
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5. Deputies are encouraged to inform their supervisor of any recordings that
may be of value for training purposes.

6. If adeputy is formally accused of wrongdoing, using excessive force
leading to serious injury, or an officer involved shooting, the Sheriff or his
designee reserves the right to limit or restrict a deputy from viewing video
files.

7. Requests for deletion of portions of the recordings (e.g., in the event of a
personal recording) must be submitted in writing and approved by the
Sheriff or his designee in accordance with the "Municipal Records Retention
& Disposition Schedule™ issued by the NC Department of Cultural
Resources, Division of Archives and History. All requests and final
decisions shall be kept on file.

8. Deputies shall note in incident, arrest, and related reports when recordings
were made during the incident in question, and make the appropriate request
for recorded copies to be preserved and stored.

9. BWHC recordings are not a replacement for written reports. Deputies should
continue to prepare reports in the same manner as prior to implementation of
the BWC system. Deputies should not substitute “referral to video” for a
detailed and thorough report. The video should be a visual representation of
what is written in the report but cannot be used in lieu of portions of the
narrative.

10. The BWC should be switched on when footage might support
“professional observation” or would corroborate what would be
written in a field notebook.

D. Restrictions on Using the BWC

1. BWGCs shall be used only in conjunction with official law enforcement
duties. Deputies shall not use the BWC to record any personal conversation
of or between another department employee without their knowledge or
permission.
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2. Other than as outlined in this policy, the BWC shall not generally be used to
record:

a. Communications with other police personnel without the permission of the
Sheriff or his designee.

b. Encounters with undercover officers or confidential informants;
c. When on break or otherwise engaged in personal activities; or

d. Inany location where individuals have a reasonable expectation of
privacy, such as a restroom or locker room.

E. Storage

1. All files shall be securely downloaded periodically and no later than the end
of each shift. Each file shall contain information related to the date, BWC
identifier, and assigned deputy.

2. All images and sounds recorded by the BWC are the exclusive property of
Buncombe County Sheriff’s Office. Accessing, copying, or releasing files
for non-law enforcement purposes is strictly prohibited.

3. All access to BWC data (images, sounds, and metadata) must be specifically
authorized by the Sheriff or his designee, and all access is to be audited to
ensure that only authorized users are accessing the data for legitimate and
authorized law enforcement purposes.

4. Files should be securely stored in accordance with the "Municipal Records
Retention & Disposition Schedule" issued by the NC Department of
Cultural Resources, Division of Archives and History, and no longer than
useful for purposes of training or for use in an investigation or prosecution.
“Non-locked down” videos will be kept for 31 days. Those labeled “locked
down” and capital punishment prosecution recordings shall be kept until the
offender is no longer under control of a criminal justice agency.

F. Deputy Responsibilities

1. BWC equipment is the responsibility of individual deputies and will be used
with reasonable care to ensure proper functioning. Equipment malfunctions
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shall be reported to a supervisor as soon as possible so that a replacement
unit may be procured.

2. Placing the camera in a position to ensure video recordings capture events in
the best manner possible. However, deputies should not disregard safety for
the purpose of positioning cameras for video recording.

3. Deputies shall inspect and test the BWC prior to each shift in order to verify
proper functioning and shall notify a supervisor of any problems.

4. Personnel utilizing the BWC shall also be responsible for the following:

a. Ensuring the battery on their unit is appropriately charged for daily use
and operation, with video and audio operating properly.

b. Immediately reporting unresolved equipment malfunctions and/or
problems to a supervisor.

c. Ensure that sound producing non-police related devices (music radios, CD
players, etc.) within the police vehicle are turned off when the recording
mode of the BWC is activated so as not to hinder good quality audio
recording by the device.

d. When a deputy has both an in-car camera and BWC, the deputy will
utilize both systems.

e. Monitoring the system effectiveness and making recommendations for
operational improvements and policy revision.

f. Categorizing recordings appropriately when downloading. When
applicable, ensure that requests for recorded copies to be locked down be
preserved and stored.

g. Document use of BWC recording on the following:

i. In the officer narrative of incident reports.
ii. In CAD when appropriate.

iii. In an incident supplement.

iv. As a notation on a citation.

v. On aField Interview (FI) report.
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G. Supervisory Responsibilities

1. Supervisors shall ensure that deputies equipped with BWC devices utilize
them in accordance with policy and procedures.

2. During monthly inspections, supervisors will inspect BWC’s to ensure the
equipment is operating properly, and that deputies are using the devices
appropriately and in accordance with policy.

3. Supervisors will facilitate notifying the Training Division of any BWC
equipment that is out of service due to malfunctions and/or problems.

4. Supervisors may identify any areas in which additional training or guidance
is required.

H. Agency Review

1. Digital recordings shall not be randomly reviewed to monitor deputy
performance.

2. Law enforcement officers may have access to their recordings when
preparing written reports or statements of events to help ensure accuracy and
consistency of accounts. To prevent damage, original recordings shall not
be viewed in any equipment other than the equipment issued or authorized
by the Sheriff.

I.  Dissemination of Video Recordings
1. All recorded images and audio are the property of the Buncombe County
Sheriff’s Office and are part of an official investigative or administrative
investigation. Any dissemination of such files are prohibited without the
express consent of the Sheriff or his designee.

The Buncombe County Sheriff's Office requires that all potential deputies to
successfully complete the 620 hour Basic Law Enforcement Training (BLET)
Curriculum. The curriculum is designed to prepare entry-level individuals with the
cognitive and physical skills needed to become certified law enforcement officers in
North Carolina. The course is comprised of 36 separate blocks of instruction to
include topics such as Firearms, Driver Training, Motor Vehicle Law, and Arrest,
Search and Seizure, and includes practical exercises and an extensive ethics
section that is woven throughout the training experience.

Upon successful completion of the BLET State Comprehensive Written
Examination, the BLET trainee has one year from the date of the State
Comprehensive Examination to be duly appointed and sworn as a law enforcement
officer in North Carolina. The Buncombe County Sheriff's Office, like most law
enforcement agencies in North Carolina, include an additional period of field
training. Additionally, all sworn officers with the Buncombe County Sheriff's Office
must complete 40 hours state-mandated training annually.

The application code is public, so anyone is free to contribute features to this product, and if anyone has
issues, we're encouraging them to raise them within the Github repo on the issues page, which is here:

https://github.com/CodeForAsheville/tools-for-voting-ballot/issues

A little bit about the project:

Eric generously volunteered his time before the hackathon to produce a voting lookup API that takes in a
voter name at it's endpoint, and returns a full list of voter information (like district, precinct, age, etc.). He
built this API using the complete voter CSV that is available on the BCBOE website. We also set up a
spreadsheet on Google sheets that the app references. The spreadsheet contains all of the elections,
along with district information that we use to cross-reference with the voter information.

Using Eric's API, we were able to generate a list of elections that the user is eligible for, once they enter
their name. Patrick used this API to parse out the relevant voter information to display to the user,
including a PDF link to their sample ballot. Patrick's code also shows the user their specific races, based
on their district.

Once the user enters their name, they are asked to confirm their information (if there are multiple people
with the same first and last name, they will select it from a list).

Once they do this, they are taken to their ballot page, which contains their relevant elections. They are
able to pick their candidates, and upon making a selection, they will be presented with an option to print
out their selections at the top of the screen. Upon clicking this print button, the application simply calls a
print dialog on the browser, and will format their selections into a succinct one-page table that contains
their selections, which they can print off and take with them to the balloting office.

The application is fully responsive and will work on a mobile phone as well (the phone would need to be
wirelessly connected to a printer to have that feature).

Buncombe County Government, with the help of community partners, the courts, law
enforcement and local municipalities, announced the implementation of a comprehensive
plan to address the growing problem of domestic violence in our community.

The ultimate goal, to reduce the incidence of domestic violence and eliminate domestic
violence homicides is based on a plan modeled after the successful practices of other
communities where domestic homicides have been reduced to near zero. Improving
communication among many different departments, agencies and professions will lay the
groundwork for the success of the plan. Cross-system communication with a focused mission
will tackle the problem from multiple angles and send a clear message that domestic violence
is not tolerated in our community.

The plan also includes the use of electronic monitoring that can track the offender 24/7 and
alert the victim and law enforcement if the offender goes near the victim, allowing the victim
time to implement her safety plan. It will become standard protocol for officers at the scene
to notify Helpmate to reach out to the victim instead of waiting for the victim to make the
call.

A High Risk Team will be formed to include law enforcement, social workers, court officials
and others who will treat offenders with the greatest scrutiny. This team will make sure
services such as employment training and treatment are available for all offenders to reduce
the risk of future acts of violence.

Commissioner Holly Jones said that “a big part of this plan is to send a clear message that this
community does not tolerate domestic violence and sending this message is part of a plan
already implemented in Highpoint NC where they have reduced their domestic homicides
from 17 to 1 over a period of 4 years.”

Domestic Violence is a growing problem across the nation. It is the leading cause of injury to
women—more than car accidents, muggings, and rapes combined and the 7th leading cause
of death. In Buncombe in 2012 there were 752 domestic violence orders of arrest and in 2013
there were 5 domestic violence homicides.

As we prepare for the 2014 Primary elections, the Elections Board and Staff recognize the
importance of providing key election information to help assure a fair and accurate election.

Enclosed please find documents containing important Election Season information and
other related materials. We encourage you to become familiar with the information and to keep
the information for reference throughout the election season. Additionally, please pass this
information along to those assistants, campaign workers, and reporters who will be
responsible for attending to election season tasks. The following definitions will assist in
understanding the information.

Electioneering: Loitering, congregating, distributing campaign material, or otherwise
campaigning.

Voting Place: The designated area that is not more than 100 feet from the voting machines or
ballot boxes. If the voting place is a room or building with an area greater than 100 feet, the area
designated will be marked off by rope or other practical means.

Voting Enclosure: The area inside the voting place. Located inside the voting enclosure are
the precinct officials, tables, voting equipment, voting booths, registration books, poll book, help
station and spaces for qualified observers. In the event of a small voting place, the voting
enclosure may also serve as the voting place.

BEFORE ELECTION DAY:

® There will be seven Early Voting (one-stop) Remote Sites, in addition to the Board of
Elections’ site at 35 Woodfin Street, utilized for the Primary Election of 2014. Same
Day Registration is no longer available during the one-stop voting process. For details ,
as well as for copies of sample ballots, and other valuable election information, please
visit www.buncombecounty.org/vote.

® The NEW voter.buncombecounty.org is an easy tool to look up basic voter
information. Voters may visit www.buncombecounty.org/departments/elections for
information on their voting districts and location of early voting sites, as well as Board
Meetings and other election related information.

® The BoE telephone system is equipped to provide voters with their existing registration
information, as well as directions to their precinct. By calling (828) 250-4200 any day,
24 hours a day, voters can verify their information by selecting option 4. The caller will
be asked to enter their birth date and house number.

® No person or group of persons may be present within the voting place, voting
enclosure, or within the 50 foot buffer area in any direction from the entrance(s) to the
building in which the voting place is located, other than voters, law enforcement
officers, media representatives, Election Officials, and, in the case of voters needing
assistance, persons assisting another voter after the voter needing assistance has

The notice will be posted 10
days prior to the beginning of one-stop and will contain the following information: door
from which the buffer zone is measured, distance the buffer zone extends from that
door, and other necessary information concerning allowed buffer zone activity. If you
have questions or concerns, please call Trena Parker at (828)250-4207.

ON ELECTION DAY:

Members of the public may be present during poll opening/closing at the Precinct
voting places, but may not interfere with their progress. Questions and/or concerns
should be directed to the Board of Elections office.

Unaffiliated voters may choose one of the party ballots to vote, or they may choose to
vote a nonpartisan ballot.

Legislation requiring Photo Identification becomes effective J anuary 2016. (See
attached “Summary of Election Law Changes”).

No person or group of persons may be present within the voting place, voting
enclosure, or within the 50 foot buffer area in any direction from the entrance(s) to
the building in which the voting place is located, unless voting, except law
enforcement officers, media representatives, Election Officials, and persons assisting
another voter in voting after that person seeking assistance has verbally (in the
presence of an Election Official) requested assistance from the assisting person.

Chief Judges and Judges of election will enforce peace and good order at all voting
locations during the times of voting, as provided in GS 163-48. In the discharge of
the duties prescribed, the Chief Judge and Judges may call upon the sheriff, the
police, or other peace officers to aid them in enforcing the law. They may order the
arrest of any person violating any provision of the elections laws.

MEDIA RULES FOR ALL VOTING PLACES

Members of the media have a First Amendment right to report on matters of public
interest, including elections.

Members of the media m n media polls and interviews

OUTSIDE the 50 foot buffer area, excluding posted exceptions regarding buffer

size described above. This means no interviews with voters in line, unless the line
extends beyond the 50 foot boundary.

Precinct officials may provide the number of persons who have voted to the media.
Precinct officials may not leave the voting place to provide this information.

Members of the media may take a panoramic photograph or video of the voting place,
but are not permitted to use a zoom lens or device that could show an individual voter
in the process of voting.

Members of the media should be positioned so that they will not interfere with,
obstruct, or disrupt the voting process. They are not allowed inside the voting
enclosure unless they are there to vote or present themselves as a provisional voter.

The permission of the Chief Judge and the voter are required for the
taking of ANY picture, video, or other recorded image of a voter inside
the voting enclosure.

CLOSING THE POLLS/GETTING RESULTS ON ELECTION

NIGHT:

® Downloading results and counting ballots are performed by Election Officials only.
All other persons, including members of the public, party
representatives, candidates, and candidate representatives are
prohibited from assisting with this task. No one is to interfere in any way with
the downloading of results and the counting of ballots.

% ONE final tally sheet will be posted for public viewing at each voting place. Workers
may not hand out or otherwise make copies of printed precinct tally results.

® Beginning at 8:15 p.m. on Election Day, election results will be posted in the Room
320 in the William Stanley Building, 35 Woodfin Street—these results will be posted
approximately every 15 minutes on www.buncombecounty.org/vote as they are
available.

® Please note that the election night results will appear much different due to changes
made by the State Board of Elections to the Election Night Reporting module.

A Candidate’s Guide to the 2014 Statewide Primary and General Election Period

What to Expect at One-stop Voting Sites and Polling Places

Order of Candidates Names for Primary Contests
The list of candidates’ names for primary contests will be in order of the candidates’ last name starting with the letter “W” and will
then be listed in reverse alphabetical order. The complete order will be as follows:

WVUTSRQPONMLKIJIHGFEDCBAZYX

In a primary contest, if one or more candidates’ last name begins with the same letter, then the order of the candidates’ names on
the ballot for that contest will then be in regular alphabetical order based upon those candidates’ last name.

Order of Candidates Names for General Election Contests
The list of candidates’ names for General Election contests will be in order of the nominee for (1) the Republican Party; (2) the
Democratic Party; (3) the Libertarian Party; and (4) any candidates that qualified to run as an unaffiliated candidate.

No Straight-Party Voting

On the ballots for the General Election, there will no longer be a place that allows a voter with one mark to vote for the candidates
of a party for more than one office. Straight-party voting was eliminated in North Carolina with the recent election law changes.
Voters may only vote for each partisan contest item on the General Election ballot separately.

Voter ID Education

At any primary and election between May 1, 2014, and January 1, 2016, any registered voter may present photo identification to the
elections officials at the voting place but may not be required to do so. Each voter presenting in person will be notified that photo
identification will be needed to vote beginning in 2016 and will be asked if he or she has one of the forms of photo identification

appropriate for voting. If the voter indicates he or she does not have one of the types of photo identification appropriate for voting,
the voter will be asked to sign an acknowledgment of the photo identification requirement and be given a list of types of photo
identification appropriate for voting and information on how to obtain those types of photo identification. The list of names of those
voters who signed an acknowledgment is a public record.

Under long-standing federal and state law, certain first-time voters may be asked to show identification if they did not provide
identification information when they initially registered to vote in the county. These first-time voters may show either a current and
valid photo identification or a copy of one of the following documents that shows the name and address of the voter: a current
utility bill, bank statement, government check, paycheck, or other government document.

Poll Observers

In addition to the two poll observers from each political party who may be designated to attend each voting place in a primary or
election, the chair of each political party in a county may designate 10 additional at-large observers who are residents of the county
who may attend any voting place in that county. Not more than two observers plus one of the at-large observers from the same
political party may be in a voting enclosure at the same time.

Voter Challenges

On the day of a primary or election, any registered voter of the same county has the right to challenge the right to vote of any
registered voter who presents to vote. Election Day challenges are no longer limited to voters who reside in the same precinct.
(Challenges of absentee voting, including voters at one-stop early voting sites, still may only be made by a voter of the same precinct
as the challenged voter.)

Dear Candidates,

Please be aware of the City’s regulations regarding the display of political signs. Per Sec. 7-13-
2(d)(6) of the Unified Development Ordinance, political signs are exempt from permitting and
allowed in all zoning districts provided they can conform to the following requirements:

e Candidate (or issue) must be on a ballot.
e Signs may not exceed eight square feet per face, two faces per sign.

e Signs may not be placed in a City right-of-way (Please note: The state of North Carolina
allows campaign signs to be placed within road rights-of-way for state maintained roads.
size limitations and duration of display are consistent with the City of Asheville).

e Signs may not appear more than 30 days prior to the first day of polling for the primary, or
45 days before the first day of polling for the general run-off or referendum (this does not
apply to the use of billboards, which are not limited by this standard).

* Signs must be removed within five days of the election — candidates and property owners
are equally responsible for the removal of all political signs.

The first day of early voting for the primary election begins on April 24, 2014 and 30 days prior

would allow signs to be displayed beginning March 23, 2014.

The first day of early voting for the general election begins on October 23, 2014, and 45 days prior
would allow signs to be displayed beginning September 8, 2014

Political signs placed prior to this date will be removed. Also note that any signage placed in a city
right-of-way will be removed by City staff. All confiscated signs can be reclaimed within 7 days
of removal at the City’s Public Works facility and after paying a $50 per sign reclamation fee.
To assist in avoiding sign placement in a right-of-way it is recommended that signs be placed
behind other features such as utility poles, street signs, sidewalks, stop signs, or street lights
which typically identify the edge of a right-of-way.

In addition to signs located in a city right-of-way, the following signs are also prohibited in all
zoning districts: -

® Animated or Flashing e Traffic Look-Alike

e  Optical Illusion ® Vehicle signs (when parked for extended periods of time)
e Portable or Moveable ® Wind, including balloons, streamers, and pennants

e Roof e Signs on roadside appurtenances, including benches, bus
e Sandwich Board/A-frame stop shelters, utility poles, trees, parking meters, trash

cans, etc.

Background Info:

In January of 2013 the Federal government required all public safety radio system operators
to “narrowband” which meant Buncombe County would have to change the way our public
safety signal was transmitted which would reduce the distance in which the signal could
travel.

Due to Buncombe’s geographic location and the location of our tower sites we had
interference issues from surrounding counties; security and privacy issues; poor in-building
coverage and interference

After extensive internal and external analysis the County chose a frequency system that had
been dedicated to public safety and was coordinated through regional authorities.

This choice gave public safety radio system operators protection from interference and a
“clean” operating band which meant it was free of ambient radio waves that could affect
signal quality.

Buncombe agreed to partner with Cassidian who provided Buncombe County with
equipment to build our 12 site 700 MHz P25 Radio system.

Our system has a guarantee of a 10 year lifespan and projected lifespan of 15 years.

As we prepare for the 2014 Primary elections, the Elections Board and Staff recognize
the importance of providing key election information to help assure a fair and accurate
election.

Enclosed please find documents containing important Election Season information
and other related materials. We encourage you to become familiar with the information
and to keep the information for reference throughout the election season. Additionally,
please pass this information along to those assistants, campaign workers,
and reporters who will be responsible for attending to election season
tasks. The following definitions will assist in understanding the information.

Electioneering: Loitering, congregating, distributing campaign material, or
otherwise campaigning.

Voting Place: The designated area that is not more than 100 feet from the voting
machines or ballot boxes. Ifthe voting place is a room or building with an area greater
than 100 feet, the area designated will be marked off by rope or other practical means.

Voting Enclosure: The area inside the voting place. Located inside the voting
enclosure are the precinct officials, tables, voting equipment, voting booths, registration
books, poll book, help station and spaces for qualified observers. In the event of a small
voting place, the voting enclosure may also serve as the voting place.

BEFORE ELECTION DAY:

There will be seven Early Voting (one-stop) Remote Sites, in addition to the Board of
Elections' site at 35 Woodfin Street, utilized for the Primary Election of 2014. Same Day
Registration is no longer available during the one-stop voting process. For details , as
well as for copies of sample ballots, and other valuable election information, please visit
www.buncombecounty.org/vote.

The NEW voter.buncombecounty.org is an easy tool to look up basic voter
information. Voters may visit www.buncombecounty.org/departments/elections for
information on their voting districts and location of early voting sites, as well as Board
Meetings and other election related information.

The BOE telephone system is equipped to provide voters with their existing registration
information, as well as directions to their precinct. By calling (828) 250-4200 any day,
24 hours a day, voters can verify their information by selecting option 4. The caller will
be asked to enter their birth date and house number.

No person or group of persons may be present within the voting place, voting enclosure,
or within the 50 foot buffer area in any direction from the entrance(s) to the building in
which the voting place is located, other than voters, law enforcement officers, media
representatives, Election Officials, and, in the case of voters needing assistance, persons
assisting another voter after the voter needing assistance has







verbally, in the presence of an Election Official, re(?yested assistance from the assisting

officials, and party precinct officials, just as it applies to other members of
the public.

Exceptions, if any, to the 50 foot buffer area will be posted at the Board of Elections
Office at 35 Woodfin Street 30 days before the election. The notice will be posted 10
days prior to the beginning of one-stop and will contain the following information: door
from which the buffer zone is measured, distance the buffer zone extends from that
door, and other necessary information concerning allowed buffer zone activity. Ifyou
have questions or concerns, please call Trena Parker at (828)250-4207.

ON ELECTION DAY:

Members of the public may be present during poll opening/closing at the Precinct
voting places, but may not interfere with their progress. Questions and/or concerns
should be directed to the Board of Elections office.

Unaffiliated voters may choose one of the party ballots to vote, or they may choose to
vote a nonpartisan ballot.

Legislation requiring Photo Identification becomes effective January 2016. (See
attached "Summary of Election Law Changes").

No person or group of persons may be present within the voting place, voting
enclosure, or within the SO foot buffer area in any direction from the entrance(s) to
the building in which the voting place is located, unless voting, except law
enforcement officers, media representatives, Election Officials, and persons assisting
another voter in voting after that person seeking assistance has verbally (in the
presence of an Election Official) requested assistance from the assisting person. The
S0 foot buffer prohibition applies to candidates. party officials. and party
precinct officials, just as it applies to other members of the public.
Distance exceptions, ifany, will be posted at the Board of Elections Office at 35
Woodfin Street 30 days before the election. The notice will contain the following
information: door from which the buffer zone is measured, distance the buffer zone
extends from that door, and any new, necessary information concerning allowed
buffer zone activity. Ifyou have questions or concerns, please call Trena Parker at
(828) 2S0-4207.

Chief Judges and Judges of election will enforce peace and good order at all voting
locations during the times of voting, as provided in GS 163-48. In the discharge of
the duties prescribed, the Chief Judge and Judges may call upon the sheriff, the
police, or other peace officers to aid them in enforcing the law. They may order the
arrest of any person violating any provision of the elections laws.

Voter turnout information will be available at 10:45 a.m., 2:45 p.m., and 4:45 p.m.-
you may call Joyce Kanavel of the BoE at 828-989-2485 for this information. The
BoE will communicate with the party chairs and election officials concerning specific







rules regarding observers and runners that have been properly designated by political
parties to observe and/or obtain the list of voters.

MEDIA RULES FOR ALL VOTING PLACES

Members of the media have a First Amendment right to report on matters of public
interest, including elections.

Members of the media must conduct mediapolls and interviews OUTSIDE

the so foot bufferarea, excluding posted exceptions regarding buffer size described
above. This means no interviews with voters in line, unless the line extends beyond the
50 foot boundary.

Precinct officials may provide the number of persons who have voted to the media.
Precinct officials may not leave the voting place to provide this information.

Members of the media may take a panoramic photograph or video of the voting place,
but are not permitted to use a zoom lens or device that could show an individual voter in
the process of voting.

Members of the media should be positioned so that they will not interfere with,
obstruct, or disrupt the voting process. They are not allowed inside the voting
enclosure unless they are there to vote or present themselves as a provisional voter.

The permission of the Chief Judge and the voter are required for the
taking of ANY picture, video, or other recorded image of a voter inside
the voting enclosure.

CLOSING THE POLLS/GETTING RESULTS ON ELECTION
NIGHT:

Downloading results and counting ballots are performed by Election Officials only.
All other persons, including members of the public, party
representatives, candidates, and candidate representatives are
prohibited from assisting with this task. No one is to interfere in any way with
the downloading of results and the counting of ballots.

ONE final tally sheet will be posted for public viewing at each voting place. Workers
may not hand out or otherwise make copies of printed precinct tally results.

Beginning at 8:15p.m . on Election Day, election results will be posted in the Room
320 in the William Stanley Building, 35 Woodfin Street-these results will be posted
approximately every 15 minutes on www.buncombecounty.org/vote as they are
available.

Please note that the election night results will appear much different due to changes
made by the State Board of Elections to the Election Night Reporting module.







All campaign signs are to be removed by the end of the Election week.

A Candidate's Guide to the 2014 Statewide Primary and General Election Period

What to Expect at One-stop Voting Sites and Polling Places

Order of Candidates Names for Primary Contests
The list of candidates' names for primary contests will be in order of the candidates' last name starting with the letter "W" and wiill

then be listed in reverse alphabetical order. The complete order will be as follows:
WVUTSRQPONMLKIIHGFEDCBAZY X

In a primary contest, if one or more candidates' last name begins with the same letter, then the order of the candidates' names on

the ballot for that contest will then be in regular alphabetical order based upon those candidates'last name.

Order of Candidates Names for General Election Contests
The list of candidates' names for General Election contests will be in order of the nominee for {1) the Republican Party; {2) the
Democratic Party; (3) the Libertarian Party; and (4) any candidates that qualified to run as an unaffiliated candidate.

No Straight-Party Voting

On the ballots for the General Election, there will no longer be a place that allows a voter with one mark to vote for the candidates
of a party for more than one office. Straight-party voting was eliminated in North Carolina with the recent election law changes.
Voters may only vote for each partisan contest item on the General Election ballot separately.

Voter ID Education
At any primary and election between May 1, 2014, and January 1, 2016, any registered voter may present photo identification to the
elections officials at the voting place but may not be required to do so. Each voter presenting in person will be notified that photo

identification will be needed to vote beginning in 2016 and will be asked if he or she has one of the forms of photo identification
appropriate for voting. If the voter indicates he or she does not have one of the types of photo identification appropriate for voting,
the voter will be asked to sign an acknowledgment of the photo identification requirement and be given a list of types of photo
identification appropriate for voting and information on how to obtain those types of photo identification. The list of names of those
voters who signed an acknowledgment is a public record.

Under long-standing federal and state law, certain first-time voters may be asked to show identification if they did not provide
identification information when they initially registered to vote in the county. These first-time voters may show either a current and
valid photo identification or a copy of one of the following documents that shows the name and address of the voter: a current
utility bill, bank statement,government check, paycheck, or other government document.

Poll Observers

In addition to the two poll observers from each political party who may be designated to attend each voting place in a primary or
election, the chair of each political party in a county may designate 10 additional at-large observers who are residents of the county
who may attend flll.Y. voting place in that county. Not more than two observers plus one of the at-large observers from the same
political party may be in a voting enclosure at the same time.

Voter Challenges

On the day of a primary or election, any registered voter of the same county has the right to challenge the right to vote of any
registered voter who presents to vote. Election Day challenges are no longer limited to voters who reside in the same precinct.

{Challenges of absentee voting, including voters at one-stop early voting sites, still may only be made by a voter of the same precinct
asthe challenged voter.)

Please be aware of the City's regulationsregarding the display of political signs. Per Sec. 7-13-
2(d)(6) of the Unified Development Ordinance, political signs are exempt from permitting and
allowed in all zoning districts provided they can confirm to the following requirements:

e Candidate (or issue) must be on a ballot.
< Signs may not exceed eight square feet per face, two faces per sign.

e Signs may not be placed in a City right-of-way (Please note: The state of North Carolina
allows campaign signs to be placed within road rights-of-way for state maintained roads.
size limitations and duration of display are consistent with the City of Asheville).

= Signs may not appear more than 30 days prior to the first day of polling for the primary, or
45 days before the first day of polling for the general run-off or referendum (this does not
apply to the use of billboards, which are not limited by this standard).

e Signs must be removed within five days of the election — candidates and property owners
are equally responsible for the removal of all political signs.

The first day of early voting for the primarv election begins on April 24, 2014 and 30 days prior
would allow sians to be displayed bedinning Marclz 23, 2014.

The first day of early voting for the gelleral election begins on October 23. 2014, and 45 days prior
would allow signs to be displayed beginning September 8, 2014

Political signs placed prior to this date will be removed. Also note that any signage placed in a city
right-of-way will be removed by City staff. All confiscated signs can be reclaimed within 7 days
of removal at the City's Public Works facility and after paying a $50 per sign reclamation fee.
To assist in avoiding sign placement in a right-of-way it is recommended that signs be placed
behind other features such as utility poles, street signs, sidewalks, stop signs, or street lights
which typically identify the edge of a right-of-way.

Exhibit Spotlights Hidden African-American History

The genealogical history of African-Americans remains tucked away
on the bookshelves of courthouses throughout the nation.

Only in Buncombe County, North Carolina, have those original
records been opened, scanned, and published online for review by
descendants, historians, and educators around the world.

Those slave deeds are central to the poignant exhibit Forever Free,
which honors the history of enslaved people and commemorates the
150-year anniversary of the Emancipation Proclamation.

Forever Free was 13 years in the making and opened this month. It
includes a moving documentary and handwritten deeds that archive
the trading of people as property, such as:

“Know all men by these presents that J. Abner Jervis of the State and
County aforsaid have this day bargained and sold unto Andrew
Hemphill of the County of Burke, a certain Negro woman slave,

named Sarah aged about 20 years old, for the consideration of two
hundred and fifty dollars...”

A simple request sparked collaboration between an elected official
and a university, and has resulted in the posting of slave deeds
online, an exhibit honoring President Lincoln, the Forever Free
exhibit, and a challenge that government can do more to
acknowledge our history of slavery.

“It was the government that allowed slavery to exist from the very
beginning. So it is important for a government agency to begin to be
in the forefront of acknowledging the past,” said Dr. Darin Waters, a
scholar featured in the documentary. “I think that it says to those
who are descendants from the people who were slaves, ‘we are
finally recognizing the humanity of your ancestors and the important
role that they played in helping to create the society that we now
live in."”

In 2012, the Center for Diversity Education at UNC Asheville asked
Drew Reisinger, the Register of Deeds of Buncombe County, for one
of the original slave records to use in the exhibit Lincoln: the
Constitution and the Civil War.

Reisinger was initially “floored that these records existed,” and,
recognizing their value to families and academics, took steps to
make them readily available to the public. In North Carolina, county
Register of Deeds offices cataloged the transactions of slavery. In
Buncombe County, those handwritten files date from the early
1800s.

At Reisinger’s request, the Center for Diversity Education gave the
county their compilation of the county’s slave records which a group
of students had painstakingly pulled together 13 years ago.
Reisinger’s staff set out to upload all of the images of Buncombe
County’s slave records and put them online. The images are now
available on the county’s website.

Cataldo Perrone of the county’s public relations department helped
bring the project alive by producing the Forever Freedocumentary.
The documentary features historians and descendants of slaves
speaking on the significance of these records and the importance of





acknowledging our past.

Perrone also produced the audio history of the Sarah Gudger story
and the reproductions of the slave deeds, all of which are on display
as part of the exhibit.

A few counties have compiled slave deeds and made hard copies
available within their county offices for public review. A few more
counties have put an index of their slave records online. “All these
efforts are steps in the right direction,” Reisinger said. “I am thrilled
to be able to add the ability for people to view the actual record
without having to drive to the physical office to see them. Historians,
educators, and descendants of those who were enslaved have
greatly appreciated easier access to the documents.”

Forever Free is on display through April in the southeast corner of
the lobby of 35 Woodfin Street in Downtown Asheville.

Media and Public Request for Information Policy and Procedure Plan July 19, 2013






Purpose



The purpose of this policy is to ensure appropriate management for releasing Health and Human Services related information to the media and the public. The procedures provide guidance for staff who receive requests from or who disseminate information to the media or the public.  It is critical that BCHHS staff skillfully respond to community and other sources requesting information in a manner that ensures consistency and accuracy and promotes public health and safety. This policy does not cover requests for patient or client information.


Policy 


The policy of Buncombe County Health and Human Services (BCHHS) is to ensure that individuals from the public or the media requesting information from BCDH staff receive accurate and relevant information in a timely manner. 


Responsibilities



· All members of the workforce who are authorized to communicate with the general public and the media will utilize this policy. 



· The Health Director will determine which members of the workforce are authorized to communicate with the public / media and will provide procedures to enable the workforce to support this policy as needed.


· Designated staff will serve as “back-up” to Media Coordinator and perform duties during the Media Coordinator’s absence.  If more than one person serves as back-up during the MC’s absence, then a schedule of coverage must be developed and followed.  



Procedure



· Requests from Media for Information or Interview



· All media requests will go through the Media Coordinator or designee.  



· The MC will contact the Department Head and the Director of HHS and determine  who is authorized to serve as the spokesperson (s).



· The MC or designees will manage the particulars for setting up the interview and make sure that the spokesperson(s) is adequately prepared with appropriate key messages.



· IF YOU ARE IN DOUBT ABOUT WHETHER YOU SHOULD RESPOND TO ANY 


MEDIA QUESTION, OR NEED ADVICE ABOUT HOW TO RESPOND, CHECK WITH 


THE MEDIA COORDINATOR BY CALLING 828.775.1321.


· If an employee receives a request to speak to the media, respond according to the following guidelines:


· If a reporter calls staff directly, refer him or her to the Media Coordinator by calling the designated media phone line (828.775.1321).  The MC will determine what the reporter’s needs and coordinate with the Department Director and HHS Director to identify the appropriate person to assist with agency response to media request. Do not ignore a reporter's call.  MC or designee should acknowledge reporter’s request within 15 minutes if possible.


· MC will contact the staff identified spokesperson(s) and develop the key talking points.  If needed, the MC will meet with the staff member and the media and coordinate the response.



· Reporters sometimes leave messages on voice mails or emails with employees other than the    



MC.  If an employee is going to be out of the office for a day or more, then voice mail and email should indicate that absence.  That way a reporter won't expect a call back and will pursue other options for gathering information or requesting an interview.



·   Reporters are not allowed in clinical or client areas unless escorted by trained staff (see Board Resolution, Broadcasting and Recording at DSS Facilities). If a reporter enters at any BCHHS facility, staff at the reception desk should ask reporter to wait and call Media Coordinator for an escort.  Staff should not allow any media person to interview, film or take pictures.  Should a media person be engaged in this please call the media phone 828.775.1321 immediately and alert a member of management team for assistance. 


 Basic guidelines to remember when talking with the media:



· Make sure that reporter's calls are returned promptly (within 15 minutes).



· Always assure any contact with the media is approved by the Media Coordinator.



· Prepare for the interview by meeting with Media Coordinator and filling out a key message checklist.


· Avoid bureaucratic language, jargon and acronyms; explain in layman's terms.



· Explain complex programs in simple, easy to understand terms.



· Give facts, not opinions or speculation.



· Don't comment about things outside of your area of expertise.



· Never lie.



· Stay on the record.  Assume that anything you say while with a reporter can be shared with the public.


· Never say "no comment."  If you can't answer a question, tell the reporter why.



· Never be condescending.



· Be patient.



· Never be argumentative, confrontational or lose your temper with a reporter.



Inquiries from the public about Policy, Budget, Legislative Issues, Personnel Issues or Controversial Topics 



If a request comes from a member of the public, refer the request as indicated above, directly to the MC.  



 Release of Information or Data


· All releases of information, including data, must follow all applicable North Carolina General Statutes to ensure privacy especially client specific information including information protected by GS 108A,  HIPAA, FERPA.  



· Information dissemination must also be culturally and linguistically appropriate and accessible to special populations when appropriate following Title VI. 



· Health and Human Services information in the form of fact sheets, news releases, health reports, posters, brochures, and description of services is available and can be obtained by contacting a member of the Health and Human Services Communication Team or at the Health and Human Services building in public and clinic areas.  Information is also posted on the Buncombe County Government website by specific department.  All information posted on the website or printed for distribution must be approved by Chair of the Communication Committee and the Department Director prior to dissemination.


· If an individual requests data related to health or human services the following steps should be taken:



(1) The program supervisor should determine the reason for the request (grant, research project, personal interest, etc) and determine best source of information (support from IT, health promotion staff, HSST Planner Evaluators, NC State Center for Health Statistics, etc). 



(2) All requests for information & proposed responses should be approved by Health Director before data is provided.  



(3) All requests must be answered within 24 hours.  



(4) Data that is provided should be accurate and replicable (should be able to find it again if needed).  


News Releases and Publications


· All news releases and publications must go through the MC or designee and get approval from the HHS Director or designee.  BCHHS staff do not have the authority to issue news releases or publications without HHS Director’s/designee’s review and approval.


· If you have a need for a news release, please contact the MC as soon as possible.  The MC will also distribute the release and complete appropriate follow through with the media.



· BCHHS information disseminated to the public, such as fact sheets, news articles, program information, BCTV, county website, etc., must be approved by the HHS Director or designee before being released or submitted.

Definitions


· Media—includes reporters/journalists, camera people from television, radio, newspaper outlets.



· Media contact checklist—is a form used by a spokesperson before an interview to identify the main points they would like to share with the reporter and prepare for any other questions a reporter may ask.


· Media Coordinator—is designated by the Health and Human Services Director.  In the Coordinator’s absence, the role is designated to other trained staff.  The Media Coordinator’s (MC) role is to be the primary contact with the media, schedule interviews, assist staff who are being interviewed, and coordinate media contacts with program managers and the Health Director. 



· Media Phone Line – A dedicated cell phone number, 828.775.1321, media & staff use to contact the Media Coordinator to request information.  The Media phone line is monitored seven days a week.  



· Workforce—the word staff is used in this policy to refer to the workforce. Staff includes employees, volunteers, trainees, students, and other persons whose actions, in the performance of work for BCDH , whether or not they are paid by the BCDH.


· News release – is a written document, approved by the Health Director and sent to the media to convey important information to the public.

Exhibit Spotlights Hidden African-American History
The genealogical history of African-Americans remains tucked away on the
bookshelves of courthouses throughout the nation.
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Only in Buncombe County, North Carolina, have those original records been
opened, scanned, and published online for review by descendants, historians,
and educators around the world.

Those slave deeds are central to the poignant exhibit Forever Free, which
honors the history of enslaved people and commemorates the 150-year
anniversary of the Emancipation Proclamation.

Forever Free was 13 years in the making and opened this month. It includes a
moving documentary and handwritten deeds that archive the trading of people

as property, such as:

“Know all men by these presents that J. Abner Jervis of the State and County
aforsaid have this day bargained and sold unto Andrew Hemphill of the County
of Burke, a certain Negro woman slave, named Sarah aged about 20 years old,
for the consideration of two hundred and fifty dollars...”

A simple request sparked collaboration between an elected official and a
university, and has resulted in the posting of slave deeds online, an exhibit
honoring President Lincoln, the Forever Free exhibit, and a challenge that
government can do more to acknowledge our history of slavery.

“It was the government that allowed slavery to exist from the very beginning.
So it is important for a government agency to begin to be in the forefront of
acknowledging the past,” said Dr. Darin Waters, a scholar featured in the
documentary. “l think that it says to those who are descendants from the
people who were slaves, ‘we are finally recognizing the humanity of your
ancestors and the important role that they played in helping to create the
society that we now live in.””

In 2012, the Center for Diversity Education at UNC Asheville asked Drew
Reisinger, the Register of Deeds of Buncombe County, for one of the original
slave records to use in the exhibit Lincoln: the Constitution and the Civil War.
Reisinger was initially “floored that these records existed,” and, recognizing
their value to families and academics, took steps to make them readily
available to the public. In North Carolina, county Register of Deeds offices
cataloged the transactions of slavery. In Buncombe County, those handwritten
files date from the early 1800s.

At Reisinger’s request, the Center for Diversity Education gave the county their
compilation of the county’s slave records which a group of students had
painstakingly pulled together 13 years ago. Reisinger’s staff set out to upload

all of the images of Buncombe County’s slave records and put them online. The
images are now available on the county’s website.

Cataldo Perrone of the county’s public relations department helped bring the
project alive by producing the Forever Freedocumentary. The documentary
features historians and descendants of slaves speaking on the significance of
these records and the importance of acknowledging our past.

Perrone also produced the audio history of the Sarah Gudger story and the
reproductions of the slave deeds, all of which are on display as part of the
exhibit.

A few counties have compiled slave deeds and made hard copies available
within their county offices for public review. A few more counties have put an
index of their slave records online. “All these efforts are steps in the right
direction,” Reisinger said. “I am thrilled to be able to add the ability for people
to view the actual record without having to drive to the physical office to see
them. Historians, educators, and descendants of those who were enslaved
have greatly appreciated easier access to the documents.”

Forever Free is on display through April in the southeast corner of the lobby of
35 Woodfin Street in Downtown Asheville.

It is
equipped to provide an alternative setting for supervised visits between parents and
children, visits between siblings, interviews with family members, shared parent
meetings between birth and foster families, and interviews of prospective adoptive
parents.

In addition to providing a beautiful multi-purpose area for the children, families and
HHS staff, the Meeting Garden also provides children and their parents with the
opportunity to be active in a safe and welcoming environment, contributing to their
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overall health and wellbeing. Elements within the Meeting Garden are engaging and
offer a variety of activities for a wide age range where children and adults might
interact. This natural, nonthreatening setting provides an opportunity for social
workers to work with parents to demonstrate safe and nurturing behaviors and
interactions between family members that help achieve safety and permanency
outcomes for children.

The Excellence in Innovation Awards provides a total of $8,000 in rewards to county
employees who develop successful programs that help counties improve services to
citizens. Cash awards of $1,000 each are given to two programs in each of four
categories - general government, health and human services, public
information/participation and intergovernmental collaboration.

Soon after Buncombe County’s Child Welfare Section moved into its new location, it became
apparent that an outdoor area would do much to engage young children and provide a welcoming
outside space for productive parent-child visitations. Social workers identified a suitable area, and a
design team worked to create an outdoor area that is secure and family friendly for those involved
with child welfare.

As the design team worked, it seemed logical that the garden should contain components that
would be adult friendly, thus making the space a multi-use area. It is equipped to provide an
alternative setting for supervised visits between parents and children, visits between siblings,
interviews with family members, shared parent meetings between birth and foster families, and
interviews of prospective adoptive parents.

In addition to providing a beautiful multi-purpose area for the children, families and HHS staff, the
Meeting Garden also provides children and their parents with the opportunity to be active in a safe
and welcoming environment, contributing to their overall health and wellbeing. Elements within the
Meeting Garden are engaging and offer a variety of activities for a wide age range where children
and adults might interact. This natural, nonthreatening setting provides an opportunity for social
workers to work with parents to demonstrate safe and nurturing behaviors and interactions
between family members that help achieve safety and permanency outcomes for children.

The Excellence in Innovation Awards provides a total of $8,000 in rewards to county employees who
develop successful programs that help counties improve services to citizens. Cash awards of $1,000
each are given to two programs in each of four categories - general government, health and human
services, public information/participation and intergovernmental collaboration.

These figures are before any appeals from the
citizens. We mailed the notices on Tuesday and many citizens received them on Wednesday. We are now taking
telephone calls from the public. Most calls are general questions.

Our plan is to handle telephone calls and the public coming into the office first. We will be scheduling meetings
with citizens to start on February 11th after the telephone calls slow down a little. The public meetings or hearings
will allow citizens to talk to us about their new values and show us any information they may have or know about
the property that we currently don't have.

The public hearing should finish up by the end of February. Where citizens have requested us to come out and look
at their properties, we will begin sending our appraisers out in the field to look at these properties to see if we need
to make any value changes. I hope this helps give you a little understanding of our process.

The Buncombe County Sheriff, Police Chief, Fire Chief, City and County School
Superintendents, SRO Leaders and AB Tech staff joined the Mayor, Commission Chairman
and several County Commissioners in discussing our preparation for a critical incident in
our community.

Increasing the number of SROs at area schools is one
component that is under consideration.
