Mr. Chairman, Commissioners, County Manager,
 
I would like to share some information with you about a new audit program for our
business personal property. But first I’ll give you some information why this is
important.
 
The assessment of property values is comprised of five components of value. The
County assessor is responsible for the assessment of four of those components.  The
five components of property value will generate the total taxable property value
within the County. These five components are: real property, individual personal
property, business personal property, registered motor vehicles and public service.
Public service valuation is not the responsibility of the County assessor. Public service
assets are valued by the North Carolina Department of Revenue using an enterprise
valuation methodology. Each of the taxable components bring their own challenges
related to valuation and equity in the assessments.
 
As you are well aware, Buncombe County is required to conduct a revaluation of all real
property at least every eight years. Buncombe County has been on a four years cycle
with real property revaluation for many years. Real property revaluation is not only for
the purpose of valuing all property at current market value. Revaluation also assures
equity in the assessments and fairness to our citizens. Equity in the assessments
assure no citizen is paying more or less than their fair share and no socioeconomic
group assumes more of the tax burden. This concern for fairness, equity in
assessment and assessment of fair market value is the same for each component of
value. But each component requires some variation in the methodology.
 
Business personal property, unlike real property, is self-reporting. For example, our
real property appraisers receive building permits which trigger a revaluation of the
property because of these new real property assets. This process in the real property
valuation helps to assure equity in the assessments. Again, this process assures each
property owner is taxed their fair share based on the value of the real property
asset. Business personal property valuation process is much different. The business
personal property valuation does not have a revaluation component to assure equity in
the assessment. However, the process does allow for auditing of the business assets
to assure fair market value and equity. When a business owner purchases new
machinery and equipment the assessor has no notification process to assure that asset
gets appraised. The valuation of business personal property relies on the business
owner to report new assets on the listing form each January.  The valuation
methodology is based on a self-reporting process or maybe better described as the
“honor system”. This process of self-reporting creates a margin of error by allowing
over and under valuation of the assets or the assets escape taxation totally. Business
owners often don’t understand what assets need reported or just forget to add new
assets to the listing each year. This process of self-reporting can create inequity and
loss of value in the assessments. 
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Overcoming the inherent inequity issue in the business listing process, along with
assuring fairness and equity to not only the citizens but the County, is important to
the assessment staff.  Therefore, on April 1, 2018 we will implement a business
personal property audit program in conjunction with our contractor Tax Management
Associates (TMA). The audit program is nothing new to the County or our business
owners. The program will produce results much like the real property revaluation
process. We have been conducting these audits for many years but no audit has been
completed since 2012. This audit program will assure, just like real property
revaluations, equity in the assessments and fair market valuations. All businesses will
be audited sometime within the next five years. TMA will assist with the audits on
accounts that currently have an assessed value of $50,000 or greater. TMA has over
45 years’ experience conducting these audits in North Carolina. They have a team of
accountants (CPAs) and business appraisers on staff that will work professionally with
every business.  The remaining audits under the $50,000 value will be completed by
the County business appraisers.
 
This communication is an effort to make each of you aware that we will start this new
audit program. Please call or email if you have any questions or would like more detail
about the audit program. If you have businesses contact you with questions you may
forward those to me and I would be happy to explain the process to anyone concerned.
I will at regular intervals, or as requested, report to the County Manager the progress
of the audit program.    
 
I have included for your review a list of eight businesses that TMA will audit first as
the program begins. I share this data to show you an example of businesses that will
be selected. Although the selection below contains some of our larger corporations
the future selections will contain businesses that not only represent our largest
corporations but also many of our smaller sole proprietors. We have set a goal with
TMA and County staff to complete 500 of these audits each year over the next five
years. The 2500 businesses TMA will audit are broken in the five categories based on
the asset value. TMA will do a random selection of businesses from each value
category. This random selection will assure businesses the assessor is not targeting
any value category. Again, all businesses will be audited.  However, this is a long term
project and will take many years to complete each business audit.

Column AX lists the total amount currently due, including interest, county collection
fees, etc. If a “SEE LEGAL” note appears in this column, the bill is currently an active
referral to an external attorney.

Mr. Chairman, Commissioners, and County Manager,
 
I have received a request from the Citizen-Times concerning the status of HCA valuations. I would
like to give you an update and also give you the opportunity to ask questions before you read the
Citizen-Times. Some of this information has been shared with the County Budget staff and the City of
Asheville budget staff to help them better prepare their FY20 budget. I’m working with both
departments to arrive at an estimated taxable value for the FY20  budget. At this time, there are
many variables to consider in the HCA valuation which creates a difficult task to estimate a final
taxable value. However, at this point in the negotiations, HCA staff has been very forthcoming and
transparent with their information.
 
HCA has met with us to share their concerns about the property valuations. HCA has made an
informal request to have some of the valuations lowered to what they believe better represents the
true value. Some of their request we will accept with and some we do not.  HCA will provide a final
copy of the appraisal reports that were used in the transfer of ownership within the next couple
weeks. No further decisions will be made till we review the appraisal reports.  The Citizen-Times has
learned of this meeting with HCA and the informal request to lower the taxable value. The Citizens-
Times is requesting I share with them what the tax department has estimated the value to be and
what HCA has requested. I want to share that information with you so you can also be prepared for
questions.
 
County current estimate of taxable value for the real property that has transferred is 640 million. A
few things to remember while considering this value:
1.            The new tower is under construction and will be assessed at approximately 50% of the final
taxable value. We will add approximately 150 million to the taxable value for FY21 when the building
is complete.
2.            The parcels currently occupied by Care Partners have not transferred at this time. If those
remaining parcels transfer before July 1, 2019, they will become taxable for FY20. That taxable value
is approximately 5 million.
3.            Tax Management Associates has almost completed the audit and listing of the personal
property. That value, estimated to be approximately 250 million, will be taxable for FY21.

The value which we are in informal discussions about is for FY20 – 640 million. HCA is requesting a
value of 500 million, or a reduction in taxable value of 140 million. These conversations just started
last week so it’s early to predict the outcome. If HCA does not agree with the tax department final
value they will be scheduled to present a formal appeal to the Board of Equalization and Review.
 
The additional value for FY21 has also been questioned by HCA. HCA disagrees with the valuation
methodology of the personal property and we completely expected this. Although this will not be
taxable for FY20, this will be discussed during our meetings to prepare for FY21.
 
Another question being posed is “what about the 1.5 billion value?”  I’ll share some thoughts with
you about that question. The purchase price of 1.5 billion included 5 regional hospitals and personal
property at those locations. The value of the additional hospitals will be taxed in the Counties they
are located. The value of the additional hospitals must be deducted from the total purchase price to
determine what was actually allocated to the Buncombe County assets. The 1.5 billion purchase
price also included some value that will be attributed to goodwill. We often deal with this when real
property is sold with an operating business. Goodwill is an accounting principle and is very
subjective. However, we often refer to the deed stamps to help determine the actual real property
value because this tax should only be paid based on the value of the real property.  At this point,
without the actual appraisal reports, we don’t know the amount HCA has allocated to be goodwill.
Whatever the amount of goodwill in the 1.5 billion purchase price, it is not taxable. Goodwill is an
intangible and not taxable in North Carolina.
 
As you may have concluded, there are many variables to consider and it’s early in the discussion to
predict the final outcome. Over the next few months I’ll communicate to you any information which
I feel may be of interest to you or information which I feel you may receive questions. You, media, or
any citizen are always welcome to send any questions to me and I’ll get back to the requester an
answer soon as possible.

Mr. Chairman, Commissioners, and County Manager,
 
I have received a request from the Citizen-Times concerning the status of HCA
valuations. I would like to give you an update and also give you the opportunity to ask
questions before you read the Citizen-Times. Some of this information has been shared
with the County Budget staff and the City of Asheville budget staff to help them better
prepare their FY20 budget. I’m working with both departments to arrive at an
estimated taxable value for the FY20  budget. At this time, there are many variables to
consider in the HCA valuation which creates a difficult task to estimate a final taxable
value. However, at this point in the negotiations, HCA staff has been very forthcoming
and transparent with their information.
 
HCA has met with us to share their concerns about the property valuations. HCA has
made an informal request to have some of the valuations lowered to what they believe
better represents the true value. Some of their request we will accept with and some
we do not.  HCA will provide a final copy of the appraisal reports that were used in the
transfer of ownership within the next couple weeks. No further decisions will be made
till we review the appraisal reports.  The Citizen-Times has learned of this meeting with
HCA and the informal request to lower the taxable value. The Citizens-Times is
requesting I share with them what the tax department has estimated the value to be
and what HCA has requested. I want to share that information with you so you can also
be prepared for questions.
 
County current estimate of taxable value for the real property that has transferred is
640 million. A few things to remember while considering this value:
1.            The new tower is under construction and will be assessed at approximately
50% of the final taxable value. We will add approximately 150 million to the taxable
value for FY21 when the building is complete.
2.            The parcels currently occupied by Care Partners have not transferred at this
time. If those remaining parcels transfer before July 1, 2019, they will become taxable
for FY20. That taxable value is approximately 5 million.
3.            Tax Management Associates has almost completed the audit and listing of the
personal property. That value, estimated to be approximately 250 million, will be
taxable for FY21.

The value which we are in informal discussions about is for FY20 – 640 million. HCA is
requesting a value of 500 million, or a reduction in taxable value of 140 million. These
conversations just started last week so it’s early to predict the outcome. If HCA does
not agree with the tax department final value they will be scheduled to present a
formal appeal to the Board of Equalization and Review.
 
The additional value for FY21 has also been questioned by HCA. HCA disagrees with the
valuation methodology of the personal property and we completely expected this.
Although this will not be taxable for FY20, this will be discussed during our meetings to
prepare for FY21.
 
Another question being posed is “what about the 1.5 billion value?”  I’ll share some
thoughts with you about that question. The purchase price of 1.5 billion included 5
regional hospitals and personal property at those locations. The value of the additional
hospitals will be taxed in the Counties they are located. The value of the additional
hospitals must be deducted from the total purchase price to determine what was
actually allocated to the Buncombe County assets. The 1.5 billion purchase price also
included some value that will be attributed to goodwill. We often deal with this when
real property is sold with an operating business. Goodwill is an accounting principle and
is very subjective. However, we often refer to the deed stamps to help determine the
actual real property value because this tax should only be paid based on the value of
the real property.  At this point, without the actual appraisal reports, we don’t know
the amount HCA has allocated to be goodwill. Whatever the amount of goodwill in the
1.5 billion purchase price, it is not taxable. Goodwill is an intangible and not taxable in
North Carolina.
 
As you may have concluded, there are many variables to consider and it’s early in the
discussion to predict the final outcome. Over the next few months I’ll communicate to
you any information which I feel may be of interest to you or information which I feel
you may receive questions. You, media, or any citizen are always welcome to send any
questions to me and I’ll get back to the requester an answer soon as possible.
