OLD BUSINESS

e Resolution for the Issuance of the 2020 Limited Obligation Bonds (LOBs) for County and Public
School Capital Projects

Don Warn, Finance Director, stated that a public hearing was held at the Board meeting on February 4, 2020
regarding this agenda item and explained the subsequent resolution. Adopting the resolution, will approve the financing of
projects and refinancing of the identified debt issued. The next steps include receiving the County’s credit ratings and selling
of bonds.

Don Yelton suggested that $20 million go to existing debt or help tax payers.

Commissioner Beach-Ferrara moved to approve the resolution as presented. Commissioner Whitesides seconded

the motion and it passed 7-0.

NEW BUSINESS

e Secondary Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) & Budget Amendment

Brooke Hazlett, Emergency Services 911 Manager, presented the PowerPoint, provided some history of the
intergovernmental agreement and explained the two previous addendums. The amendment will allow for the County to be
reimbursed for funds that have already been paid and make the City of Asheville a secondary PSAP.

Commissioner Belcher moved to approve the resolution as presented. Commissioner Whitesides seconded
the motion and it passed 7-0.

Commissioner Penland moved to approve the budget amendment. Commissioner Edwards seconded

the motion and it passed 7-0.

e Comprehensive Plan

Nathan Pennington, Planning Director, provided background for some reasons to move forward with developing a
comprehensive plan. The plan would help guide growth, address community needs and identify goals by developing
objectives and strategies for Buncombe County. This vision could assist in response to the changing conditions and potential
threats to the community. No funding is required at this point, only approval to move forward with the release for the request
for proposal.

Commissioner Whitesides moved to approve the release for the request for proposal. Commissioner Edwards

seconded the motion and it passed 7-0.

BOARD APPOINTMENTS

The Board agreed to allow more time to consider the applicants for the County Board of Adjustment.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Don Yelton reminded the Board of the oath that they took to become a commissioner and that they should listen to
people who elected them.

Jerry Rice questioned the impact and effectiveness of having a comprehensive plan.

Sharon Summerall expressed her excitement for having a comprehensive plan.

Dawn Chavez expressed support for a comprehensive plan and suggested making sustainability a part of the plan.
