2022.37  Budget Amendment – Rail Trail Donated Funds

2022.38 Budget Amendment – Vehicle Replacement Fund 
Due to the extensive lead times now required to position and purchase routine county vehicle replacements, 
Staff recommended the establishment of a revolving vehicle fund. This fund will be accounted for within 
the Capital Projects Funds, which is a multi-year fund.  Board approved vehicle purchases will be funded 
by General Fund dollars via a transfer in the annual budget ordinance, and subsequent purchases will be 
encumbered from the Capital Projects Fund.  Establishing a multi-year fund will allow purchases that span 
fiscal years to remain encumbered and reduce the administrative burden of annually appropriating fund 
balance to roll purchases forward.  
 
The Board was requested to approve a Budget Amendment, appropriating and transferring $200,000 in fund 
balance from the General Fund to the Capital Projects Fund.  These funds will be used to position two 
ambulances for purchase in FY23.  Positioning is essential now in order to secure delivery within FY23 
due to significant lead times on delivery.  Although the vehicles will be positioned, no vehicles will actually 
be ordered until approved by the Board of Commissioners with adoption of the annual budget.

Fund to the Capital Projects Fund.    



 
2022.39 Swing Law Firm Request for Refund of Deed Excise Tax 
Attorney Bridget D. Swing was seeking a refund of the sum of Eight Hundred Sixty-Four Dollars ($864.00) 
in real property conveyance excise tax (“deed stamps”). The instrument in question was recorded with an 
incorrect amount of excise tax stamps fee paid.  The instrument can be found in Henderson County Book 
3873, Page 526, et seq.  These details were been verified by Lee King, Register of Deeds, who 
recommended the granting of this request. 
 
Pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. §105-228.37, a request for refund of overpayment of real property conveyance 
excise tax must be made within six months of the date of payment. The payment was made on or about 
February 24, 2022.  A letter to the Board of Commissioners requesting a refund was attached and an email 
waiving further notice of your determination in this matter.

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VFW Architectural Selection 
On March 16, 2022, a Request for Qualifications for architectural services for the VFW was posted. The 
overall project scope includes designs that address all necessary repairs and replacements of all building 
systems components, including but not limited to HVAC, plumbing, electrical, structural, interior and 
exterior finishes, and parking, associated with a yet to be finalized design criteria and scope. Also included 
in the scope of the project was the necessary programming with Henderson County in order to provide a 
proposed design with cost estimates and schedules for approval, as well as the necessary Construction 
Administration once the project is bid and awarded to ensure project success. Proposals were due on March 
30, 2022. Proposals were subsequently received and reviewed by Staff. Following that review, the firm 
McMillan | Pazdan | Smith was selected as the most qualified firm.

2022.42 Procedure for Setting a Public Hearing 
The Board’s current procedure requires two meetings to hold a public hearing (one to set the hearing date 
and time and one for the actual hearing), and in between those, published notice of the public hearing must 
occur.  This often means a month or more between the time when it is obvious that a public hearing is 
required to the actual hearing. 
 
This proposal allows staff to set the public hearing and publish notice if there are at least ten days between 
the date of the publication and the hearing.

2. Amend Rule 28(a): 
 



Rule 28.  Public Hearings and Public Comment Periods 
(a) Public Hearings.  Public hearings required by law or deemed advisable by the Board shall be 
set by a notice issued by County staff, setting forth the subject, date, place, and time of the hearing, 
and advertised with at least ten (10) days’ notice between the date of first publication and the 
hearing.  The Board will set any rules regarding the length of time allotted to each speaker and 
designate representatives to speak for large groups.  At the appointed time, the chair shall call the 
hearing to order and preside over it.  When the allotted time expires, the chair shall declare the 
hearing ended and the board shall resume the regular order of business. 



 
Without objection, the chair may call items in any order most convenient for the dispatch of 
business.

I move that the Board adopt the changes to our Rules of Procedure to allow for setting a public 
hearing as proposed.

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Jackson Park Playground Consultant Selection 
At the March 7, 2022, Board of Commissioners meeting, the top firm from the RFQ, Progressive AE, was 
selected by the board.  Staff had been unable to reach a contract agreement with this firm and requested to 
start negotiations with the firm that scored 2nd, RVE, Inc.

All voted in favor and the 
motion carried 4-0. 
 



DISCUSSION 
General Assembly Update 
North Carolina General Assembly Representative Jake Johnson was present to update the Commissioners 
on items that may affect the County as they arise while the General Assembly is in session.  Representative 
Johnson informed the Board that the General Assembly had recently adjourned from the “longest” long 
session in NC history. He said there is a budget in place, this being the first time the General Assembly has 
had a Comprehensive Budget since 2018.  The total budget was 25.9 billion, not including the supplemental 
ARPA funds.  Most state employees received a five percent pay raise and a $1000 bonus. The State Health 
plan was fully funded, and retirement requirements.  Eight hundred seventy-eight million for Capital 
Projects, not including DOT. The Education Budget included 400 million in Capital Projects for NC 
Community Colleges. A considerable investment was made in Broadband, with a 750 million plan to be 
leveraged for between one and two billion depending on the private and county matches. Another part of 
the budget was Tax Reform the state income tax was reduced from 5.25% to 3.99%  over the next three 
budget cycles.  The standard deduction will increase to $25,500 for those filing jointly, and the child 
deduction was increased by $500 for expanded eligibility.  The tax on Military Pensions was eliminated, 
which is a great way to demonstrate what a military-friendly NC can be.   Over the next decade, NC will 
be phasing out all Corporate Tax in NC to stay on par with other states in the southeast for the relocation 
of industry to NC. The Franchise Tax was reduced, and eliminated some of its basis on property values, 
which will be good for small businesses.   
 



Representative Johnson’s legislative priorities include Workforce Development, bringing  Broadband to 
the district, lowering taxes, supporting NC teachers, state employees, veterans, law enforcement, and 
enhancing voter laws.  
 



Agreement with WGLA Engineering Clear Creek Sewer NPDES Permit Assistance 
Chairman Lapsley requested that he be recused from this item, as he has a family member that is a party 
to this agreement.   Vice-Chair McCall made the motion that Chairman Lapsley be recused from this 
discussion item.  All voted in favor and the motion carried 3-0. 
 



With the selection of WGLA Engineering (WGLA) as the most qualified responding Engineering firm for 
the subject project during the Board’s March 17, 2022 meeting, staff negotiated a proposed agreement with 
WGLA for $275,600.  The scope of the agreement is to perform the engineering services to assist the 
County with the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System Permit (NPDES), which must be 
complete by December 31, 2023, per funding condition from the State allocation of $12.7M. 
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Staff recommended a budget for the application process of $320,000, which will provide a small 
contingency and fund the $30,000 cultural resources work if needed.  The proposed agreement with the 
project schedule was attached.  Due to the ARP funds allocated to the project, staff has worked closely with 
WGLA to develop an American Rescue Plan Act compliant agreement and other required documents. 
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Motion: 
Commissioner Hill made the motion that the Board authorize the County Engineer to execute the 
proposed agreement with WGLA Engineering for $275,600.  All voted in favor and the motion 
carried 3-0. 
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Rail Trail Update   
Business and Community Development Director Chris Todd provided the Board with an update on the 
Henderson County Rails to Trails Project.  
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ARP Update 
The Board has heard input from the public, requests from Staff and other potential uses identified by the 
Board of Commissioners; the Board was requested to discuss prioritizing requests for American Rescue 
Plan (ARP) expenditures. Any ARP expenditures must be authorized by the ARP Final Rule and must also 
have state authorization through enabling legislation.  
Amy Brantley reiterateded ARP Allocation requirements must comply with uniform guidance.   
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Child and Family Specialty Plan – A Vaya Health Program (Add On) 
Commissioner Lapsley shared that Vaya Health is one of six regional health management groups across the 
state that deals with channeling Federal and State funds for Medicaid patients.  Primarily with mental health, 
substance abuse, and some other things.  This Board contributes $528,612 every year to support this 
organization. Vaya Health handles services for thirty-one counties across the state. Due to the volume of 
coverage, Vaya Health’s previous Board decided to split up the thirty-one counties into four regional health 
groups.  Henderson County participates on the Region II board composed of seven counties: Henderson, 
Buncombe, Transylvania, Yancey, Polk, Mitchell, and Madison.   As Chair of the Region II Board,  
Chairman Lapsley and Vice-Chair Brandon Tipton from Mitchell County also sit on Vaya’s Governing 
Board. Chairman  Lapsley attended his first Vaya Health Board meeting six weeks ago and was informed 
of a pending decision by DHHS in Raleigh related to a Foster Care program.  DHHS has proposed to remove 
foster care support programs that the six regional groups are managing to move that program from the 
regional groups directly to Raleigh thru a new contract service provider.  That change would dramatically 
affect Vaya Health’s 680 million dollar a year budget. The Vaya Board will make a decision to support this 
proposed change or object to it. DHHS is gearing up to send out a Request for Proposals to private entities 
to manage this program by the end of April.  This would mean significant changes to how our DSS handles 
foster children and other citizens involved in this program.  The Vaya Board discussed this at their recent 
meeting and verbally indicated their support for submitting a position to Raleigh requesting a delay in 
implementation due to the significant impact this would have on the Foster Care Program and the other 
people utilizing this program. 
 



Commissioner Andreotta made the motion that the Board support efforts to delay the process that would 
eliminate the Foster Care Program discussed until Vaya and local entities develop a program to provide 
these same services.  All voted in favor and the motion carried 4-0.  
 



Vice-Chair McCall thanked Chairman Lapsley for bringing this issue before the Board for their input. 
 



Facility Use Policy Exemption – Blue Ridge Marine Detachment (Add on, moved from the consent 
agenda).   
The County received a request from Blue Ridge Marine Detachment #848 to use the Historic Courthouse 
lawn on Saturday, April 16th, and Sunday, April 17th for a raffle to benefit various veteran groups and 
individual veterans in need.  
 



To allow for this use on County grounds, the Board was requested to grant a one-time exemption to rule #5 
of the County Facility Use Policy, which prohibits solicitation on the grounds. This exemption would cover 
the dates specified in the request outlined above.   
 



Commissioner Andreotta asked Denver Grant with the Blue Ridge Marine Detachment to approach the 
podium to speak on behalf of his unit.  Mr. Grant explained the Marine Corp League Detachment 848 is a 
small part of a national veteran’s group comprised of over 75,000 members nationwide who are all Marines.  
They raise money through raffles to support veterans and veteran’s groups throughout the United States. 
 



After discussion, the dates were changed to Saturday, April 23, and Sunday, April 24, 2022.   
 



Commissioner Andreotta made the motion the Board grant an exemption to the County Facility Use Policy 
for Blue Ridge Marine Detachment #848, allowing for solicitation for the raffle of a Cub Cadet zero-turn 
mower on the Historic Courthouse lawn on Saturday, April 23, and Sunday, April 24, 2022.  All voted in 
favor and the motion carried 4-0.

COMMISSIONER UPDATES 
Commissioner Hill updated the Board on action taken at the Joint School Facilities Committee meeting 
held Monday, March 21, 2022.   The School Board’s top priorities remain to be the Bus Garage, the West 
Henderson High School project, and the “revived”  Upward Elementary project.  John Mitchell reminded 
the Board these projects were placed on tentative hold status during the COVID pandemic. The consensus 
of the Board at that meeting was to bid out the Upward work in conformance with the construction manager 
at risk.  An RFQ will go out for architectural services to begin the design work on the security updates at 
West Henderson High School.  As well as Due Diligence on the Bus Garage project. Which will include 
looking at the land behind Sugarloaf Elementary and some preliminary investigation of the current bus 
garage. 
 



Commissioner Andreotta shared that the deadline for Broadband providers to apply for Great Grant funds 
had been extended to May 5, 2022.  The Broadband Task Force’s next meeting is Tuesday, April 12, 2022, 
at 6:00 p.m. in the boardroom of the Historic Courthouse. 
 



Chairman Lapsley informed the Board that Henderson County would receive $8,897,700 over the next 
eighteen years from the Opioid Settlement Agreement.  
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Henderson County expects the first deposit in May or June of $341,845 and another allotment in July or 
August of $751,785.  Bringing the total amount received in this calendar year to $1,093,630. The Substance 
Abuse Taskforce has identified the following four programs and services for the use of these funds. 
 



Commissioner Edney arrived and joined the meeting at 7:37 p.m. 
 



Commissioner Edney added that the money would be very well spent and expressed the need to speak to 
court officials about adding a drug court. 
 



Vice-Chair McCall provided the Board with an update regarding the NCACC Board Meeting she recently 
attended in Carteret County.  The NCACC membership dues have increased. The dues for the Fiscal Year 
2022-2023 will be $12,554. The increase of 2.17% is based on a formula used to calculate dues based on 
county population.  The NCACC was the only association that received the ten million dollars to help with 
the ARP Funds.  Vice-Chair continued that there was a lot of discussion about ARP; thirty-five US Senators 
have sent letters to the White House to ask about unspent, unobligated, and undisbursed ARP funds and 
what will happen to those funds.  She recommended staff follow that topic to see what the answer would 
be. The NC School of Government is developing templates to be used for reporting purposes that will be 
available on April 30, 2022.  NCACC Director Kevin Leonard’s contract was extended.  Mr. Leonard is an 
asset to the association and a standout in his profession.  Vice-Chair McCall noted that the NCACC is 
reaching out to retired county managers and staff to act as a support system to help coach new county 
employees.  She said this is a great idea and somewhat mirrors the current apprentice program. The former 
managers and staff involved would be strategically placed throughout the state to provide assistance.

Release of Incentives Agreement (Add on) 
ITT Automotive, Inc. (“ITT”), and Continental Automotive Systems, Inc. (“CAS,” which expressly 
includes predecessors in interest in the subject matter hereof to Continental Automotive Systems, Inc.), 
requested the County execute a release of the County’s interest, if any, on November 22, 1996, the 
agreement signed with the company.  This was the original economic development agreement for the plant, 
now familiar as the Continental Teves plant in Fletcher, North Carolina.   
 
Under the agreement, the County was to convey the site for the plant to ITT.  ITT conveyed its interest in 
the contract to CAS, and the County ultimately conveyed the site to CAS pursuant to a recorded incentives 
agreement.  Under that 1996 agreement, CAS was required to employ 200 persons for a period of at least 
four years and to invest at least $65 million.  The County was satisfied with CAS’ performance under the 
1996 agreement.  The time for enforcement of the agreement (a “contract under seal” in North Carolina 
law, with a ten-year statute of limitations) would have expired over a decade ago. 
 
This agreement was sought by CAS to “clear the Incentives Agreement from the title” to the plant site so 
that CAS may market the property.

2022.127  Project Eiffel Corporation – Economic Development Incentives   
Brittany Brady presented the Board with the proposed incentives for “Project Eiffel.” Project Eiffel is an 
existing industry within Henderson County and was considering expanding its operations to manifest the 
Henderson County location as its US Headquarters.  The company has a global footprint, and growth 
opportunities were considered throughout the organization.  The project primarily focuses on the 
construction of real property. The company falls within the Henderson County Economic Development 
target sectors focusing on industrial manufacturing in the automotive and agricultural machinery industry.   
If this project gains Board approval, the company will make 4.6 million in investments; 3.6 million in real 
property, and one million in business personal property over a period of two years.  The project would 
create five new positions with an average annual wage of $53,100.  The company currently employs 
approximately 160 people in the County.   
 
The year one incentive would be $14,137.20, and the total incentive over the life of the project would be 
$112,312.20. 
 
Elkamet Vice President and General Manager of the East Flat Rock facility Carsten Erkel addressed the 
Board to express his appreciation for being a member of this community since 2006.  He said, upon 
approval,  this would be the fourth expansion for the Henderson County facility.  He thanked the Board for 
their consideration.

American Rescue Plan Update 
The County Manager and Assistant County Manager provided the Board of Commissioners with a brief 
update on American Rescue Plan planned funding and the approved projects to date.  
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Chairman Lapsley said the Board needs to decide what will be done with the remaining 3.1 million dollars 
in unappropriated funds.  Three formal requests have been submitted to the Board for consideration in 
regard to the allocation of remaining funds.  Those requests include the Town of Fletcher’s request for a 
commitment of funds toward the proposed expansion of and new public library in Fletcher, the Community 
Foundation, and United Way, which requested assistance with non-profits impacted by the COVID 
pandemic, and the recreation community in general to expand soccer fields and other recreational facilities 
in the community.   
 
Chairman Lapsley asked the Board to consider the allocation of $1.5 million from the remaining $2 million 
ARP  standard allowance funds for the construction of a library in the Town of Fletcher.  The Town of 
Fletcher has committed 1.5 million, and the State has committed 1.5 million toward the project; Chairman 
Lapsley asked the Board to consider the allocation of 1.5 million to match Fletcher and the State’s 
commitment. 
 
Amy Brantley said the deadline to commit ARP funds is December 21, 2024, and the funds must be spent 
by December 31, 2026. 
 
Commissioner Edney stated he would like the Board to allocate the remaining $2,032,830 standard 
allowance ARP funds to recreation.   
 
Commissioner Andreotta was in support of the allocation of funds for recreation. 
 
Commissioner Edney made a motion to designate $2,032,830 for a sports/recreation facility for a yet-to-
be-determined location in the County.  The motion carried with a 4-1 vote; Chairman Lapsley was the nay 
vote. 
 
Chairman Lapsley made the motion that the Board notify the Community Foundation that there will not be 
an appropriation of any ARP funds toward the assistance of non-profits.  All voted in favor, and the motion 
carried.

National Opioids Settlement Trust Splits 'Summer 2022' Payment:
Makes First of Two Disbursements for 2022-23 Fiscal Year
Local governments should have received a second installment of their allocated
national opioid settlement funds on September 15. This is the first of two
payments for the current fiscal year; the third overall payment should be
disbursed prior to the end of the 2022 calendar year. This is an update from a
previously announced schedule; please note that the “Summer 2022” payment
is being divided into two payments. 


The total sum of the two “Summer 2022” payments will be slightly higher than
the initial projection. The Community Opioid Resources Engine (CORE-NC) is
in the process of updating the payment schedule to reflect the slightly higher
amounts. 


The National Opioids Settlement Trust either wired or mailed the payment to
local governments based on the instructions previously provided by local
governments to the settlement administrator, BrownGreer.

City Manager, John Connet gave an update on social districts. A City Council
member brought this up and the City Council has discussed designating a social
district on Main Street, but no decision has been made.
A social district is a defined area in which a person may consume alcoholic
beverages sold by an ABC permittee located within the social district. A social
district may include both indoor and outdoor areas of businesses within or
contiguous to the defined area during the days and hours set by the local
government in creating the social district. A social district may include privately
owned property, including permittees and non-permittee businesses, and
multi-tenant establishments, as well as public streets, crosswalks, or parking
areas whether the streets or parking areas are closed to vehicle traffic. A local
government creating a social district is required to establish management and
maintenance plans for the social district and post these plans, along with a
drawing of the boundaries and the applicable days and hours of the social
district, on the local government’s website. The City Council would be able to
adopt guidelines and regulations in addition to those outlined in the legislation.
 
Matthew Manley, Community Development Planning Manager gave an update
on the City of Hendersonville Comprehensive Plan.  The City Planning Board will
discuss the recommendation from the Long-Range Planning Committee for a
consultant for the comprehensive plan and make a recommendation to City
Council.
